In late September 2018, PDPH identified an increase in HIV among PWID. This increase was identified through routine time/space analysis. Results of monthly code run by the Surveillance unit in September 2018 showed an increase in the number of HIV cases with PWID transmission risk dispersed in specific geographic regions of Philadelphia in the months of January and June 2018.
To date, Philadelphia has seen a significant increase in newly diagnosed PWID and PWID/ MSM. From 2016 (the last year with a decrease in new diagnoses) to 2018 there has been a 115% increase in new infections. Note, that investigation of cases for 2018 is not complete.
